This product may contain greater than 0.1% DEA. The Naticnal Toxicology Program has conciuded that there is clear
evidence of fiver tumor and some evidence of kidney tumor in mice dermally expased for their lifetime fo diethanoiamine.

The significance of these findings and their relevance to humans is not clear. Diethanclamine is not genoctoxic {neither
mutagenic or clastegenic) and did not induce tumors in rats or in transgenic mice similarly treated. Additional research o
better undersiand these findings and their relevance to humans, if any, is underway. Normal use of this product is not
expected to produce these effects.

MEDICAL CONDITIONS GENERALLY RECOGNIZED AS BEING AGGRAVATED BY EXPOSURE: None known.

EMERGENCY AND FIRST AID PROCEDURES
